Frequently Asked Questions about the International Student Program at WOLCS.

1. What is a very important thing to remember when applying for International Student Status?
The student name on the Water of Life Christian School Application must appear exactly
as it does on the student’s birth certificate or passport.

2. Does Water of Life Christian School provide host family services for international students?
No. Students live with their own families or with a guardian. Information about
guardians and parents is supplied to the school during the enrollment process.

3. Does Water of Life Christian School require that students submit the results of an English
proficiency test, such as the TOEFL, before entrance?

No. The school administers the LAS Links English Proficiency Screening to determine the
appropriate course level of ELD (English Language Development) instruction after the
student is enrolled.

4. Does Water of Life Christian School provide special English Language instruction for
international students?

Yes. In addition to the individual help in the regular classroom international students
receive ELD instruction four days per week in an ELD classroom.

5. Are international students required to participate in Bible instruction at Water of Life Christian
School?

Yes. Formal Bible instruction is a regular part of the curriculum and is a graded subject.
Additionally, Bible truths and principles are integrated into the entire curriculum.

6. Can students visiting in the United States obtain an F-1 Student Visa here in the US once Water
of Life Christian School issues the I-20 form ?

No. A student who is visiting the US will have to return home country or to a foreign
country consulate where they will present a letter of acceptance and the I-20 form
necessary to obtain an F-1 Student Visa. This process may take several weeks.

7. Can International students enroll for less than a full school term at Water of Life Christian
School?

International students must complete at least two trimesters at Water of Life Christian
School. Fees will not be adjusted or prorated for those enrolled for less than a full year.
